Summary of Legislation

A mammogram isonetype of breast imaging used for screening and diagnostic purposesand
isamandatory coverage provisionfor insurance policiesregulated by statelaw. For individualswith
at least 1 risk factor for breast cancer, the bill expands insurance coverage to include all types of
breast imaging. The applicable risk factors include:

» having afamily history of breast cancer;

* being 40 or older;

* presenting with symptoms; or

* having agenetic predisposition to breast cancer.

Under the bill, insurance coverage for breast imaging is not subject to policy deductibles,
CO-payments, or Coinsurance.

State Expenditures

This bill applies to the health insurance plans offered to state employees under the state's
employee benefit program. If this change in coverage results in increased expenditures for those
plans, it may result in anincreasein premiums. The State contribution is set based upon prevailing
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market practices, measured as a percent cost share between the employer and employee. If thishill
does effect cost, it may not be adollar for dollar rate; the exact amount will be impacted by market
conditions. This potential impact will be addressed through the Total Compensation Anaysis
conducted by DPA in the annual budget process.

L ocal Government I mpact

HB13-1309 shifts costs from patients to insurance carriers in order to reduce the patient's
out-of -pocket costs. Asaresult, premiums may increase for health insurance at the local level for
policies that currently do not offer coverage or require co-payments or coinsurance for breast
imaging. The size of the increase and who will bear the expense cannot be determined.
